I) Mission: 

The aim of the Taiwan International Gold Teapot Prizes is to enhance the quality of life by cultivating an appreciation of ceramics. This competition on teapot design is a link in the global development of tea culture. It encourages International ceramic artists and their commercial partners to focus on the design, innovation, technology and production of teapots. We look for a variety of subject matters in teapots, which can be ornamental or functional. We hope that this competition will stimulate breakthroughs and refinements in the field of ceramic teapots. Through cross-cultural exchanges on the art of teapots, we gain a broader and more global perspective. Our goal is to improve the quality and standards of teapots through dialogues and growth.

VII) Qualifications: Over 18 years of age. All nationalities welcome.

VIII) Project Details: 

The 7th Taiwan International Gold Teapot Prizes (Pottery Design Competition and Exhibition) is publicly soliciting submissions from ceramic artists and their commercial partners. We are looking for a variety of teapot themes and teapots that complement different aspects of the tea culture. We are also planning other promotional activities in conjunction with the competition.

i) Principles of design:

1. Subject: The contestants can base the subject matter on their personal or professional interests while incorporating other aspects of the tea culture. The work should take the form of a teapot.
2. Materials: The principle medium must be clay. Accessories may be of other materials.
3. Firing temperature: Over 1100 ºC.
4. There are no restrictions on the size (in terms of dimensions of the artwork).
ii) Submission:

1. No application fees required.
2. Each contestant can send 1 to 2 artworks to Competition.

3. Each artwork requires the attachment of a "Submission Application". 

〔The "Estimated Value" of the artwork of the "Submission Application" must in Taiwan Dollar (TWD).〕
4. We accept submissions from October 15st to November 15th, 2019.

6. Please include your name and the title of the artwork on the exterior of the package, and also attaché a color photo of the artwork with a minimal size of 3x5 inches. If the package requires special attention when opening, please specify. If the artwork includes multiple pieces, please include the assembly instructions. Wrap your artwork carefully to the delivery.

iii) Assessment:

1. The results of the judges will be finalized by the end of December, 2019.
2. Evaluation criteria: 

a) the work is original

b) the artist has a distinctive individual style

c) the work has practical functions (usability)

3. The assessment will adopt the "Responsibility Judge System”.
4. The Responsible Judge involved is a worldwide known expert of the ceramic field and is recruited by the founding organizer.
iv) Prizes:

1. Gold Award (one individual): TWD $ 100,000, with a certificate.

2. Silver Award (two individuals): TWD $ 50,000 each, with a certificate.

3. Bronze Award (four individuals): TWD $ 25,000 each, with a certificate. 

4. Honorable Mentions (ten individuals): TWD $ 10,000 each, with a certificate. 

5. Judge’s Choices Award (ten individuals): TWD $ 10,000 each, with a certificate.

6. Tea Masters’ Choices Award (ten individuals): TWD $ 10,000 each, with a certificate.
7. Collector's Choices Award (ten individuals): TWD $ 10,000 each, with a certificate.
8. Finalists (multiple): A certificate each.

9. Most Popular Award (one): A certificate after the exhibition. 

10. Most Valuable Award (one): A certificate after the exhibition.
※ Gold Award, Silver Award, Bronze Award, Honorable Mentions, Judge’s Choices Award, and Finalists : The “responsible judge” is recommended by the international ceramics community, and the prizes generated is according to the existing assessment system.

※ Tea Masters’ Choices Award : After the Gold Teapot Prizes are selected, the Tea Masters’ Choices Award will be selected according to the viewpoint of tea art and rewarded to ten individuals. (The judge will be selected from tea arts community and the assessment also follows the “responsibility judge system”.)

※ Collector's Choices Award: After the Gold Teapot Prizes and the Tea Masters’ Choices Awards are selected, the Collector's Choices Award will be selected according to the viewpoint of collector and rewarded to ten individuals . (The judge will be selected from 47 sponsors and the assessment also follows the “responsibility judge system”. The selected artworks will be donated to the Taiwan Teapot Art Museum after the exhibition.)

※ Most Popular Award & Most Valuable Award : Among the finalists exhibited, "Most Popular Award" & "Most Valuable Award" will be selected based on the votes cast by visitors to the exhibition. The artwork receiving the most votes will be given a certificate after the exhibition (or at the next award ceremony). 
IX) Responsibilities:

i) During their deliveries (sending and returning), the submissions are the contestants’ responsibilities in terms of packaging, transportation and insurance. 
ii) Artworks selected for the exhibition will be insured by the organizers during the exhibition.（Insurance claims in TWD 10,000 for the maximum amount of claims.）
iii) In order to cooperate with exhibitions and fulfill the goals of education and promote ceramic art, people who attends the exhibition has the collection priority. The collecting prices are according to the estimated value stated on the “Submission Application”. Artworks sold during the exhibition, 30% of the selling price would be donated to the founding organizers for sponsor the preparation and holding the "Taiwan International Gold Teapot Prizes" in the future.
iv) 
The award-winning artworks will be owned by the sponsors of all categories (Gold Award, Silver Award, Bronze Award, Honorable Mentions, Judge’s Choices Award, Tea Masters’ Choices Award, Collector's Choices Award).
v) The organizers have the right to analyze, display, photograph and document artworks selected for the exhibition.

X) Additional Information: 

i) Returning packages: Artworks will be returned to the artists within two weeks of the end of the exhibition. The artist can personally come to the exhibition site or send a representative to retrieve the work. After the exhibition, the works will no longer be insured.
ii) The submissions cannot be works that have already received other awards and cannot be plagiarized imitations of other artists’ works or any copyright infringement. If any such misconduct is later discovered, the award and monetary prize will be revoked.
iii) Judge reserve the right to make no award in any specific category if submissions do not meet their expectations.
